


would be okay for her to run her daycare from her house. Jim
Lawrence read the letter he had initially sent to Brenda Tana
in regards to the daycare. He explained that we cannot be
responsible for Mr. Riggins statements. We as officers were
elected to enforce the covenants, conditions and restrictions
fairly and equitably. We took over this task while the
Tana's house was being built and therefor were responsible
for enforcing the covenants. Brenda asked about changing the
covenants to allow her to run her daycare out of her home.
She was asked to develop and submit a change to the covenants
to be returned in ten days. This amendment will be sent out
to be voted on along with the nominations for officers.

Another concern that has been raised is what will be
considered a tolerable length for the grass. It was noted in
some local municipalities that one foot is the limit before a
citation is issued. We will place on the ballot an area to
vote on this subject. Once the grass reaches the preset
level a notice will be sent to the owner. If the owner does
not respond, the grass will be cut and the owner will be sent
the bill. If the bill is not then paid within a reasonable
time, a lien will be placed on the property for the court
fees and cost of the grass cutting. Joe checked into have
lots mowed. The service is available if anyone is
interested.,

Adele Jones checked into group rates for trash removal.
She did not have the exact figure, but believed the charge
was quoted as $45.00. She will follow up on this
information. Owners are not obligated to use the same
company, however, we felt the lower cost and advantages to
the community (less wear and tear on the roads) would be an
incentive for changing over to the group provider.

They will pick
a chairperson and report the results back to the board.

The nominations were closed. Adele Jones and Charlotte
Hennegan volunteered to be the elections committee. The
ballots will be sent out registered mail with a self
addressed stamped envelope. Half of the returns will go to
Charlotte and half will go to Adele.
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The audit committee represented by Charlotte Hennegan
submitted the results of the audit. The auditors found no
errors and found the budget and books to be in good order.

John Tana brought up a question about the boat ramp.
Joe suggested the ARC look into the boat ramp issue. They
can find out what it will take to complete this project.

It was noted there is a pollution problem across the
creek. DNREC has been contacted and they have issued a
citation to the violators. The deadline to have the problem
rectified was 5-26-95. It was suggested that we as
individuals contact DNREC to voice our concerns over this
problem. We can also as an association send a letter to
DNREC. We will send out a form letter with the ballots so
that you can contact DNREC if you would like,
