


An executive board meeting was held on February 14, 1999 to determine 
the course of action for our lot owners who are delinquent in dues and/or any other 
monies owed. It was called to order at 11:35. All board members were present. 

We have received a payment and a letter of intent from the owners of lot 
16, which we accepted. This now leaves us with four lot owners; 19, 21, 28, & 30 who 
are delinquent. We hope to resolve the issues amicably instead of having to go to court. 

We also decided to have some community members assigned to be our 
representative in the event that we do need to go to court. Bill Lounsbury agreed to be 
our representative and Ken Grimm agreed to help if needed. If anyone would like be a part 
of this process, please call Bill Lounsbury, 947-0977. 

As stated in the past, the W.L.H.A does not want to take anyone to 
court, but we will aggressively pursue any means that we can to resolve issues of 
nonpayment. We were told by other communities that have had similar problems that a 
very effective means to recover_ dues an9 other monies owed is to pursue a Sheriff" s sale 
or garnishment of wages. we· sincerely hope that it doesn't come down to this, but it takes 
a lot of time and effort to keep track of the delinquencies, and it is only out of fairness to 
the paying lot owners that we foUow every means available by law to enforce the dues and 
monies owed. 

Now on a lighter note, we have set aside the date of May 8th as a spring 
clean up, flower planting date. Bill Baughman will send another letter around detailing the 
event. Also, if anyone would like to form a boat dock committee, please contact either 
myself or Bill Baughman. 

The meeting was adjourned at 12:45.
